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UKRAINE IS CALLING

In 2024, Ukraine is Calling continued as one of LUkraine’s most ambitious and visible humanitarian
Initiatives — a cross-border e ort to equip Ukraine’s emergency services with vehicles needed to
rescue, evacuate, and save lives under fire

Launched in 2022, the project entered its third year with renewed urgency. In 2024 alone, 32
rescue vehicles — including ambulances, fire trucks, and pickups — were delivered to Ukraine’s
most critical regions: Donetsk, Dnipro, Kharkiv, Kherson, and Zaporizhzhia. These vehicles operate
in cities and villages where the war has either destroyed all existing infrastructure or made it
impossible for state responders to reach civilians.

Behind each vehicle delivered is a powerful story of solidarity. Some were funded through
corporate partnerships, others by entire communities — from Luxembourg to Genoa, from
Manchester to Modena. One ambulance became a mobile dental unit for wounded soldiers.
Another was assigned to the Dnipropetrovsk Regional Blood Transfusion Station, collecting blood
across communities to support wounded civilians and defenders.

A particularly emotional moment came when we marked a symbolic milestone in our Ukraine is
Calling campaign. One of the vehicles — a Nissan Pathfinder — was personally driven by volunteer

ThomasJankowoy, who has made numerous trips to Ukraine, carrying not just cargo but courage.

Yet 2024 was not only about logistics — it was also about bearing withess.

A heavily damaged ambulance from Kharkiv — shelled while on duty — travelled through more
than seven countriesthis year. It was displayed in city centres across Vienna, London, Manchester,
Milan, Rimini, Strasbourg, and Luxembourg. These exhibitions, created in collaboration with
dozens of partner organizations across Europe, reached tens of thousands of people and served
a clear purpose: to show the world that russia is not only targeting soldiers, but also medics,
rescuers, and ambulances.

In Vienna, on the second anniversary of the full-scale invasion, over 16,000 visitors saw the
destroyed ambulance firsthand. “They say war crimes are hard to prove,” said Anna Pattermann,
one of the organizers. “But this vehicle speaks louder than any report” The exhibit raised over
€16,000 in donations — a powerful act of solidarity, even though no ambulance was o cially
procured from these funds. Meanwhile, thanks to confirmed partnerships, 20 ambulances were
delivered with Forpost, and 5 more through the generous support of parthers in Modena and
Genova.

ANNUAL REPORT
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Another campaign — “Targeted for Saving Lives” — brought a destroyed ambulance to five major
cities across the United Kingdom. It told the story of 198 medics killed and over 1,300 attacks on
medical personnel in just two years. The goal was simple: to raise awareness, and to raise funds
for more vehicles that save lives.

“Russia hits the same place twice. The first missile hits a residential building. The second one
comes minutes later — when doctors and rescuers are already there. This is not a mistake in the
watr. It is a tactic,” explained one of our field partners from Ukraine.

In response to these war crimes, communities in ltaly, the UK, France, Austria, Switzerland,
Latvia, and Luxembourg came together — not only to witness, but to act. From bake sales and
tombolas to film festivals and o cial fundraising campaigns, funds were collected for new
ambulances and fire trucks. Ukrainian diaspora groups, mayors, artists, students, and companies
worked side by side to keep the project moving.

The Swiss association Broye-Ukraine donated a fully equipped fire truck with breathing
protection, a roof-mounted water cannon, and hydraulic lighting systems — ideal for urban
rescue operations. The mayor of Belmont-Broye personally travelled to Kharkiv to hand over the : .

Meanwhile, the Cinkast Film Festival in Luxembourg used the power of storytelling to raise
funds for another ambulance. As festival director Radek Lipka said, “Cinema shows us what

words often can't. That Ukraine is fighting not only for territory, but for human dignity”

In August, a fundraising campaign in honour of Ukraine's Independence Day raised enough to
purchase a pickup truck for the 48th Assault Battalion operating near Donetsk. Volunteer Anders
Lilieholm, who made his ninth journey with LUkraine, delivered the vehicle himself. His quiet
commitment is part of what makes this project not just a delivery operation — but a movement
of conscience.

In 2024, the partnership with Ukrainian foundation Forpost UA became a cornerstone of our
medical aid e orts. Together, we delivered 20 ambulances to frontline regions, ensuring that
lifesaving transport reached medics in the most dangerous zones. This collaboration highlights
how international solidarity and local expertise can merge to deliver critical results on the
ground.

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HUMANITARIAN MISSION

Launched in August 2023, the LUkraine Humanitarian Mission continued into 2024 with one main
goal: reaching those in heed where help rarely arrives. We operate in the places that no longer
make the news — bombed-out villages, ghost towns near the front line, and forgotten roads
where hospitals are rubble and pharmacies are memory.

With a permanent team on the ground, an o ce in Dnipro, and a growing network of Ukrainian
partners, our mission evolved from short-term relief to sustained, structured care. Together with
local administrations and civil-military groups, we built an operation that delivers not only aid but
also presence, reliability, and dignity.

EVACUATING UNDER FIRE

Evacuation remains one of the most dangerous and demanding parts of our work. In 2024,
LUkraine's emergency response teams evacuated civilians from Avdiivka, Mar'inka, Pokrovsk,
Novohrodivka, and other frontline areas — often just days before these towns were shelled or
captured. One of the rescued, Viktor Chaikovskyi, was pulled from the ruins of his home after a
missile strike. Our team treated his shrapnel wounds, brought him to safety, and is how helping
him restore his documents — and dignity.

“As we boarded the bus in Pokrovsk, a missile flew overhead. The children didn’t even flinch,” —
Iryna Myroshnychenko, head of evacuations, LUkraine Humanitarian Mission.

These stories are not the exception — they are our daily reality. Our team rescued families from
blocked bomb shelters, evacuated the wounded from under rubble, and brought over 300
people to safety — including more than 100 children.

MEDICAL EVACUATION AND CIVILIAN CARE NEAR THE FRONT LINE

In towns like Malynivka, Nykonorivka, and Orihiv, we o ered what war had taken away: care. With no
hospitals or pharmacies in reach, our mobile medical brigades delivered check-ups, medicines, and
mental health support — often within 10 km of the front line. Residents su er not only from wounds

and chronic illness, but from profound isolation.

Beyond medicine, people needed to be seen. To be remembered. We brought not only help but
human connection,” — Tetiana Staryshko, psychologist, LUkraine

A THOUSAND SMILES AMID THE RUBBLE

We also trained our own sta and volunteers in certified first aid courses — because in these zones,

knowing how to stop bleeding or lift debris means being ready to save a life at any moment. But healing is not just physical — especially for the youngest victims of war. That is why we are proud to

highlight our incredible partner, Khaustov Charitable Foundation, with whom we reached over 1,000
children from frontline and de-occupied areas.

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WATER TO EVERY HOME

On June 6, 2023, russian forces blew up the Kakhovka Dam in the Kherson region, triggering one of
the worst man-made environmental disasters in modern European history. The destruction
submerged towns, poisoned ecosystems, and left over 1 million people without access to clean
drinking water.

In 2024, LUkraine's response to this crisis shifted from emergency relief to long-term infrastructure
recovery — particularly through the launch and expansion of our project Water to Every Home.

FROM BOTTLES TO BOREHOLES

The immediate aftermath of the catastrophe saw bottled water distributed across a ected zones.
But it became clear: sustainability was the only real solution. With support from Luxembourg Aid &
Development and in cooperation with the Nebo Ukrainy Foundation, we began drilling deep artesian
wells across southern Ukraine.

Each well provides clean drinking water to up to 3,000 people, restoring not only access to the most
basic of human rights, but also hope and resilience in communities exhausted by war and water
scarcity.

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MEDICAL & EMERGENCY SUPPORT

While bombs continue to fall, Ukraine’s hospitals, clinics, and emergency teams fight on. But
many do so without reliable electricity, running water, or basic equipment. In 2024, LUkraine
intensified its medical and emergency support to bridge this brutal gap between need and
access. We focused our e orts on three key fronts: support for hospitals, delivery of life-saving
medical equipment, and provision of technologies that enhance the capacity of frontline medics.

EQUIPPING HOSPITALS IN CRISIS

This year, we delivered over 60 hemodialysis machines, surgical tools, disinfectants, and
specialist equipment to more than a dozen hospitals in Kyiv, Lviv, Odesa, Kryvyi Rih, Irpin, and
other cities. Among them was a hospital in Dnipro that had been shelled by russian missiles,
destroying three intensive care units and six surgical wards.

“When everything was destroyed, we didn’t think anyone would still care. But your help made

In Kyiv, LUkraine supported two major pediatric facilities: Okhmatdyt Children's Hospital, which
su ered a direct missile strike in July, and Kyiv City Children's Hospital No. 1, where many young
patients were transferred for treatment.

€35,000 Al-powered scanner for prosthetics production — a critical tool in supporting veterans'
long-term recovery and mobility. Additionally, thanks to our successful fundraising campaign, we
delivered generators to hospitals and civilian shelters in frontline regions, ensuring access to
electricity during blackouts and crises.

TECHNOLOGY ON THE FRONT

Modern warfare demands modern tools. In October, we launched the “Precision in Hand"
campaign to equip Ukrainian defenders with high-performance tablets pre-installed with
military-grade navigation and targeting software.

With €50,000 raised, we delivered 210 Oukitel RT5 tablets — rugged, reliable, and
combat-ready. This technology enhances precision in artillery coordination and saves both
military and civilian lives.

In 2024, LUkraine's Saturday School Mriya continued to be more than just a classroom. It became a
sanctuary — a space where over 120 Ukrainian children learned not only their native language,
history, and culture, but also how to feel safe again, form friendships, and belong in a new country

These camps emphasize team-building, creativity, and emotional safety. Activities include
crafts,sports, language games, storytelling, and wellness exercises designed to foster
post-traumaticrecovery.

“We create memories where war didn’t get to win.”
“Mriya isn't just about grammar or math. It's about preserving identity — so our children don't lose o

Every Saturday, Mriya comes alive with energy and care — thanks to the tireless e orts of teachers
and dozens of volunteers, with support from partners like Amazon, the Ministry of Education of
Luxembourg, Lions Club Luxembourg. From Easter egg painting to Halloween parades, Christmas
celebrations to Ukrainian folk theatre, each moment helps children reclaim a sense of joy and
tradition.

In 2024, the school also launched a groundbreaking Artificial Intelligence and Technology course.
Children learned how modern Al tools work, developed basic coding and project management, and
even started building creative Al-based projects. It's a glimpse into a future where Ukrainian kids
aren't just catching up — they're leading.

One of the most moving moments of the year came during the visit of the Luxembourg Ladies
Ambassadors Club — featuring women ambassadors from the UK, France, Ireland, Austria,
Germany, Romania, and the Head of the European Commission in Luxembourg. They met students
and teachers, witnessed the spirit of resilience firsthand, and shared words of solidarity.

INTEGRATION COURSE

To rebuild people is to rebuild Ukraine. For thousands of Ukrainians who
fled the war, the first step toward rebuilding their lives in Luxembourg is
language. Thats why, from the first days of the full-scale invasion,
LUkraine has o ered free language courses to help displaced people not
only survive but also integrate, work, and grow in their new communities.

In 2024, this mission took a major step forward thanks to new institutional
partnerships. In June, LUkraine o cially launched a collaboration with the
Ministry of Education of Luxembourg, allowing us to expand and
professionalize our French and English language programs. With the
support of Ville de Luxembourg, we o ered welcoming classroom
spaces — places where language became a bridge to dignity,
opportunity, and hope.

Our students were mothers returning to the workforce, teenagers
preparing for school, and professionals building new careers. Many came
to class with little more than determination — and left with certificates,
friendships, and the confidence to shape their own future.

In 2024, LUkraine hosted dozens of gatherings that honored identity, grief, resilience, and
belonging. From poetry readings to candlelit evenings, we created spaces where the Ukrainian
spirit could breathe freely — even far from home.

WORDS THAT ROOT US

The Ukrainian Library in Luxembourg stands as a bridge between generations — a place where
language, memory, and identity are preserved. With over 3,000 Ukrainian books, it offers
displaced families not just access to literature, but a tangible connection to home. In quiet
corners of the library, children discover stories in their native tongue, and adults find comfort in
the familiar rhythm of their language. It is more than a collection — it is a space of quiet resistance,
where culture endures and the Ukrainian spirit is nurtured far from home.

FROM KHARKIV TO ODESA: REMEMBERING OUR ROOTS

One of the most intimate traditions born within our community is a series of evenings dedicated
to Ukrainian cities — Kyiv, Odesa, and Kharkiv.

At these gatherings, volunteers shared food, stories, music, and tears. Kharkiv, under daily rocket
fire, was remembered as a city of students, flowers, and summer ice cream.

Kyiv and Odesa were recalled with laughter, longing, and hope.

These events became rituals of cultural preservation. They gave shape to homesickness and
made room for healing.

Rebuilding the Future: The Youth Pillar

For thousands of Ukrainian children and teenagers who fled the war, exile means more than just
a change of address — it means interrupted dreams, shattered routines, and the challenge of
growing up far from home.

At LUkraine, we believe that rebuilding Ukraine must begin with its next generation. This is why
2024 marked a turning point: our growing Youth Pillar now provides structured, long-term
support to help children and teens heal, connect, and thrive in Luxembourg.

Whether it's through Saturday clubs, summer camps, or international youth programs, we aim
to nurture more than recovery — we want to spark confidence, joy, and leadership in those who
will one day rebuild Ukraine.

As one of our teenage participants once said:

“It’s not just a club. It’s where I feel normal again.”

YOUTH CLUB: SAFE SPACE FOR CONNECTION AND HEALING

Created in October 2023, the Ukrainian Youth Club meets every Saturday to offer teens a sense
of belonging. In a world turned upside down, the club is a constant — a place to laugh, play, talk,
and process hard emotions together.

From board games and Ukrainian movie nights to art therapy and personal growth activities, the
Club addresses identity, trauma, and the day-to-day questions that shape adolescence. Its
openness to newcomers and focus on Ukrainian-language dialogue make it a uniquely inclusive
space.

Under the leadership of youth educator Oksana Albul, the club quickly evolved from a small
initiative into a vital anchor for dozens of young refugees navigating new realities.
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In 2024, LUkraine laid the foundation for its Youth pillar by launching dedicated mental health
support for Ukrainian teenagers in Luxembourg. With the generous support of CEuvre
Nationale de Secours Grande-Duchesse Charlotte, we offered over 1,600 counseling sessions,
helping adolescents cope with the stress of war, displacement, and integration into a new
society.

Through individual therapy and group art therapy workshops, teens found a safe space to
share, heal, and rebuild their confidence. This work aligns with LUkraine's broader mission: to
prepare young Ukrainians not just to survive displacement, but to become leaders who
transform it into strength.

This first step became a vital part of our mission to strengthen Ukraine's future by supporting its
youth — mentally and emotionally.

From the very first days of the full-scale invasion, LUkraine understood that saving lives on the
ground must go hand in hand with defending Ukraine in the minds and hearts of people across
Europe.

Through public diplomacy, strategic communication, and cultural presence, our advocacy work
ensures that Ukraine's story remains impossible to ignore. It counters disinformation, calls out war
crimes, strengthens international resolve, and keeps Ukraine present in the public conscience —
long after it fades from headlines.

In 2024, LUkraine organized events, demonstrations, and exhibitions across multiple countries. We

took a destroyed ambulance to the steps of the OSCE in Vienna, showed the consequences of e
russian airstrikes in front of the European Parliament, and joined cultural institutions to speak not
just about war — but about memory, justice, and freedom.

A story of solidarity: from Luxembourg to Kyiv — on two wheels

On January 25, 2024, LUkraine hosted an inspiring evening with German journalist and LUkraine
supporter Michael Merten, who shared his personal journey cycling 2,725 km from Luxembourg
to Kyiv.

Through striking photographs and heartfelt stories, Michael recounted the landscapes,
conversations, and challenges he encountered while crossing Germany, the Czech Republic,
Poland, and Ukraine. His talk o ered more than a travelogue — it was a vivid testimony to
European solidarity, resilience, and the power of individual action.

This charity bike tour was not only a physical feat but also a fundraising campaign. All donations
raised during the trip were dedicated to humanitarian projects in Ukraine.

The event brought together members of the Ukrainian and Luxembourgish communities for an
evening of reflection, conversation, and connection — and ended with a warm informal
gathering over drinks.

FILM SCREENING: 20 DAYS IN MARIUPOL

On April 24, 2024, LUkraine, in partnership with CinEast Festival, co-hosted a powerful screening

of the Oscar-winning documentary 20 Days in Mariupol by Mstyslav Chernov at Cine Utopia,
Luxembourg.
Described by critics as “one of the most powerful documentaries you will ever see,” this film

provided a harrowing yet essential look at the first weeks of Russia’s siege of Mariupol in 2022.
The event drew a large and emotionally engaged audience, with over 60% of tickets sold in IN M IU
advance.

This screening was more than just a cultural event — it was a moment of truth-telling, memory,
and solidarity.

In 2024, LUkraine organized civic actions, memorials, and campaigns in Luxembourg to keep
Ukraine visible and to strengthen solidarity. Thousands of people joined marches, rallies, and
grassroots initiatives, turning public space into a platform of remembrance and advocacy.

1000 DAYS OF WAR

On the 1,000th day of Russia's full-scale invasion, LUkraine gathered in front of Luxembourg's
Chamber of Deputies. Participants handed symbolic “pieces of bravery” — painted cartridge cases,
blue-and-yellow ribbons, and facts — to government o cials. The action echoed across Europe as
a call not only to remember, but to act.

In October, LUkraine joined the global campaign by NGO “Heart in Action” to demand action for
prisoners of war. At Place Clairefontaine, protesters called on the ICRC, UN, and EU to act against
Russia's violations of international law. For many participants, this was deeply personal, as they
carried the names and faces of loved ones in captivity.

GRASSROOTS ADVOCACY

Community-driven actions complemented major rallies. On Europe Day, evacuation guides were
distributed to residents as a gesture of solidarity. French schoolchildren wrote letters to Ukrainian
soldiers, and Independence Day combined rally, reflection, and fundraising. These actions showed
that even small contributions create meaningful impact.

DIGITAL CIVIC ACTION

Advocacy also took place online. Posts reached tens of thousands, donations were sparked by single
images, and videos of destroyed schools or children hugging soldiers mobilized support across
Europe. When streets were silent, social media amplified Ukraine’s voice.

In 2024, LUkraine focused its advocacy e orts on ensuring that
Russia's war crimes and Ukraine's resilience remained visible in
Europe. The main priorities were public exhibitions, historical
recognition, and information campaigns.

The exhibition “Targeted for Saving Lives', featuring an
ambulance shelled on the frontline while on duty, was
presented in 7 countries, including 5 cities in the United
Kingdom. In Vienna, more than 16,000 people attended the
exhibition at MuseumsQuartier.

Through memorial installations, photo exhibitions, and public
actions, LUkraine ensured consistent coverage of Russian
attacks on civilians. Media publications across Europe reported
on these initiatives, reaching both policymakers and the
general public.

PUBLIC PROTEST AGAINST ATTACKS ON UKRAINIAN CHILDREN

Following the horrific missile strikes that targeted Ukrainian cities — including children’s hospitals
and maternity wards — LUkraine mobilized the community for an urgent public rally.

Over a hundred Ukrainians and friends of Ukraine gathered in the heart of Luxembourg City to
demand a stronger international response. The protest called for authorisation to strike Russian
airfields launching deadly attacks and the delivery of adequate weaponry to defend Ukrainian
skies and protect innocent lives.

This public act of solidarity reminded the world that children continue to die in Europe while the
international response remains insu cient.

The call was clear; Defend our skies. Defend our children.

At the GLOBSEC Forum in Prague in May 2024, LUkraine joined world leaders, policy experts,
and civil society voices in a collective call to action. The message was unmistakable: Russia's
full-scale war against Ukraine is not a regional issue — it is a global crisis that tests the
foundations of international security, democracy, and law.

From European Commission President Ursula von der Leyen to Czech President Petr Pavel,
speakers reiterated that the outcome of this war will shape the future of the global order.
Ukraine's victory is not just essential for its sovereignty — it is a bulwark against authoritarianism
and a defense of shared values like freedom, human rights, and the rule of law.

LUkraine's participation brought the voice of Ukrainian civil society to the table, emphasizing the
urgency of shifting from symbolic to tangible support. Passive solidarity is no longer enough.
Ukraine needs immediate military, economic, and diplomatic aid — without politically imposed
limitations on how that support is used.

‘Delaying decisions costs lives,” was a key message shared by our representatives.
“The lives of Ukrainian civilians and soldiers should not depend on slow-moving politics.”

GLOBSEC reinforced our commitment to advocacy not only for Ukraine's defense, but for a
stronger, more united Europe that understands what is truly at stake.

If Ukraine falls, the consequences will echo far
beyond its borders.

Culture: The Soul of a Resilient Nation

Culture is one of LUkraine's strategic
pillars,  preserving identity and
strengthening resilience through art,
music, literature, theatre, and memory.
In 2024, our cultural activities focused
on sharing Ukraines story with
European audiences — through art,
music, and memory. At the same time,
these events provided a vital space for
Ukrainian communities abroad to stay
connected to their heritage and one
another.

UA DAYS in
LUXEMBOURG

From concerts  with Ukrainian
performers such as Go A to film
screenings of Oscar-winning
documentaries, and from art
exhibitions  exploring life  under
occupation — culture became a way to
tell the truth when words were not
enough.

The UA Days Festival in Luxembourg
became a landmark festival,
celebrating Ukrainian identity and
cultural exchange. Together with
partners such as CinEast, Kulturfabrik,
and Kaleidoskop Theater, we brought
Ukrainian voices to stages, screens,
galleries, and public spaces across
Europe.
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In 2024, UA Days in Luxembourg, LUkraine’s flagship cultural event, blossomed into one of the
most vibrant gatherings of the year, uniting over 3500 visitors across 9 events in June.

Under the theme “Living Together,” UA Days brought together Ukrainians and Luxembourgers,
artists and activists, musicians and makers — all sharing the space of freedom, creativity, and
unity.

MUSIC THAT MOVES AND UNITES

From the viral energy of Go_A and their Eurovision anthem “Shum,” to the heartfelt performances
of Ukrainian artists like IZZl Music, music was the heartbeat of UA Days. These artists didn't just
perform — they mobilized support, donating performance proceeds and even auctioning off
symbolic items like Go_A's iconic sopilka to help evacuate civilians from war zones.

Alongside local talents like Deep Dive Culture and DJ Mike MC, the concerts became spaces of
connection — where folk traditions met electronic beats, and Luxembourgish rhythms met
Ukrainian soul.

CINEMA, STORIES & SHARED SPACES MARKETS, FOOD & HANDS-ON CULTURE
In cooperation with CinEast and other partners, audiences viewed powerful Ukrainian films such as At the Cultural Boom in Rotondes, visitors explored Ukrainian culture through crafts, food,
20 Days in Mariupol, Dovbush, Intercepted, and Nice Ladies. Some of these screenings took place interactive zones, and family activities, transforming cultural experience into both celebration and
during UA Days, while others were part of broader cultural programming.

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In 2024, LUkraine continued its mission to bring the authentic voice of Ukraine to global
platforms, forging powerful partnerships across borders, media, and institutions.

We collaborated with CinEast Festival, one of the most prominent cultural platforms between
Central Europe and Luxembourg, to bring powerful Ukrainian films to the big screen. From the
raw storytelling of “Intercepted” and “Porcelain War" to the emotional jazz matinée with Tamara
Lukasheva, these screenings reached thousands of Europeans with untold Ukrainian narratives.
Our volunteers cooked, moderated, and organized — Ukraine is Calling.

In parallel, LUkraine partnered with Rockhal, one of Luxembourg's largest concert venues, to
host the Kalush Orchestra concert. As Eurovision winners and icons of Ukrainian resilience,
Kalush turned their performance into a fundraiser for Ukraine — even auctioning off the
frontman'’s iconic pink hat to raise emergency funds.

Beyond music and film, we partnered with Voice, Art & Social, led by Brigitta Best and Michael
Best, to bring Ukrainian art to private exhibitions and auctions. Through these efforts, a series of
paintings by British artist Keith Grant, inspired by Ukraine's resistance, was auctioned for our
projects. One of the paintings, The Birch Tree of Ukraine, became a symbol of strength and
solidarity.
